Dear Parent/Carer,

You may be aware that the National Union of Teachers (NUT) and the Association of Teachers and Lecturers (ATL) have instructed their membership to take strike action on Thursday 30th June 2011. This will result in the withdrawal of labour on that date.

This action potentially affects a significant number of teaching staff within Burnholme Community College.

My decision to either close the school to students for the day or to keep it open is never an easy one to take. In my decision making process I am required to take into account the safety of students and other visitors should the school remain open on reduced staffing and the educational needs of the affected students.

Having carried out a risk assessment on the impact of the potential withdrawal of labour of a significant number of teaching staff I am reluctantly taking the decision to close the school to students on Thursday 30th June 2011 except Year 7 and students studying the Society, Health & Development Diploma. These students should come to school as normal.
I fully appreciate the inconvenience that this may cause when it comes to child care and therefore this letter is being issued to give you the maximum amount of time to make alternative arrangements now that the professional associations have made their decision to withdraw their labour.

I would like to remind you that Wednesday 29th June is a Training Day and students will not be in school on this day. They should return to school on Friday 1st July.
