Mathematics Unit 2 GCSE Exam – Tuesday 21 June 2011
As you will be aware our Year 9 students are studying a modular maths course. This means that the examinations are spread over the course, the first of these GCSE examinations is on the morning of 21 June – next Tuesday.

While the students have been preparing for this examination in lessons and should have been revising at home, I considered it important to contact you now to stress the importance of your son/daughter doing everything possible in the final week to be ready for this examination.

The examination will take place first thing in the morning and will start at approximately 9.10 a.m.; the questions cover the Number and Algebra topics. While a calculator is not needed (they are not allowed) it is essential that the students bring a couple of black pens, one as a spare, a 30cm ruler, a pencil, sharpener and rubber; these should be in a clear plastic pencil case (a plastic bag will be fine).

To prepare thoroughly I would expect each student to be spending one hour every evening revising the work we have covered; over the weekend I would expect a couple of hours on both Saturday and Sunday. My advice would be to split the time up into 20/30 minute sessions. The revision materials available for the students are: notes from their classwork books, past papers that have been answered and the Collins Revision Guide. The latter has been offered to the students for a cost of £3.00, if bought the students can then make further notes in the book and answer the questions in the workbook sections. Some students have already bought these guides.
On Tuesday morning I will be running a warm-up session in my teaching room from 8.15 a.m. The purpose of this session is to provide last minute revision, to help the students focus on what we have learned and to help calm anyone who may be nervous.

I would be grateful if you could sign and return the attached reply slip just to confirm that you have received this letter and are fully aware of the examination and the revision opportunities available for your son/daughter.
