3.15 p.m.
Form Time / assembly

3.30 p.m.
After school activities
There are several reasons for trialling this change to the school day.

· Form Tutors will have the opportunity to remind students to complete tasks for the next day

· Teaching and learning will take place earlier in the day when the students are most productive.
· Form Tutors will be able to monitor after school activities more closely.
